College Coach of the Year. His teams have won 5 of
7 Region Ill Championships and have been to the
National Final Four an amazing 5 times during his
tenure. MVCC had been in the National
Championship Game three times during that stretch.
Coach Allison has also been part of the Women's
Softball program at MVCC for nine years, includ-

ing eight years as head coach. He has been involved
in AAU basketball as well, spending time as coach of
the Utica Lady Knicks.

A New Jersey native, Coach Allison moved to
Windham N.Y. and became a three-sport star for
Windham-Ashland-Jewett High School. He enrolled
at Columbia-Greene Community College and
became a starter on the men's basketball team. In
the 1994-95 season, he led the team to a #4 nation-
al ranking and a #1 regional ranking. After graduat-
ing with honors from CGCC, Coach Allison attended
SUNY Utica-Rome, where he continued to excel as
a rare three-sport collegiate athlete in baseball, bas-
ketball, and soccer.

Coach Allison lives in South Utica with his wife
Mandy and his 2 daughters, Mackenzie and Kyrah.
